Update on Sittings Schedule

The Court will identify appeals for virtual hearings and will contact parties to determine with
them if the hearing could proceed virtually.

All parties affected by the sittings schedule described herein have been or will be contacted
directly by the Registry staff in the coming weeks.

Conference calls and virtual hearings previously scheduled to proceed as of April 6, 2021,
will proceed as scheduled.

The Court and its Registry offices remain open with reduced staff. The Hamilton office
remains closed.
